Space, Green Belt and Median Area of the whole area of Islamabad.

(d) Board agreed with the mandatory condition that each licensee of nursery
shall be required to maintain 500 meters of strip (Green belt & Median Strip)
for the purposes of soft-landscaping /developing /plantations /maintenance.

(e)  No permanent structure shall be allowed to the licensee in any case.

(i)  The concerned formations of Environment and Planning wings shall maintain
the pictorial record from the date of provisional utilization of area to the
licensee.

()  Environment Wing must ensure that the earning in this regard shall be
utilized for uplifting and beautification of Islamabad.

(k) Relevant points mentioned in the earlier approved policy by the CDA Board
dated 17-06-2013 will also be kept in view for preparation of a comprehensive
policy.
